Tips on Searching Tokyo University Library’s WebOPAC

Todai’s WebOPAC has a nice interface (it is easy to search and

there are lots of tips to help you out when you are stuck) and

incorporates the options of (1) seeing the tables of contents when

available, and (2) searching NACSIS Webcat as well.  There are over

one million records in its database as of the end of 2000.

Generally speaking, the method for inputting search terms follows

NACSIS Webcat with a couple of curious exception. You may not input

kanji in the title search field, and there is no option for searching

either by subject or classification number. Also, readings for authors

and titles are not provided, so you will probably want to work between

WebOPAC and Webcat to get all the information you require.

Here is the initial search screen:

This first part provides you with the opportunity to limit your search

to either books or periodicals, Japanese or Western language, display

full bib and holdings information or just bib, and how many records.

The defaults are fine the way they are set.
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Click on the search button: 

This in turn generates a response from the database:

Since the search generated five hits, they are displayed below the

results screen.  Here is an example of a record that displays both

bibliographic and holdings information.  It is interesting that

although classification numbers are provided (in order to shelve the

book), no subject heading access is provided.
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Any titles that have tables of contents are indicated by the blue “Book

Contents” button. Clicking on the button will cause a new window to

open up with the full table of contents for that book.

Notice that the back button on your browser is not available to you.

This is your indication that you will should close that window and that

your original search remains on another window.  Libraries that are
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part of the ARL/ANUL Document Delivery Service can request chapters

from books.

By scrolling back up to the “results” part of the screen, it is possible

to do a keyword search in Nacsis Webcat without rekeying your search

strategy.

Doing a Broad Search

This time, we will try a broad seach and then limit the search by using

other search keys.

Searching for children’s literature 児童文学 generated a lot of hits.

251 hits to be exact. I can now limit by using boolean logic (and, or,

dif) and more search terms. In this case, I will attempt to limit the

search by adding the word Japan 日本 to the search key.
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84 is a much more reasonable number to review. Scroll down and you will

see the individual records.
